House
Republicans artoday substantially inferior to House Democrats on personal liberties, the difference
ballooningto 25 points again, while being better than House Democrats on economic liberlibe

Constructing the Liberty Index

As in all prior editions of the Liberty Index, the 2006 index is based on eightglfalbtes, twenty in

each chamber in the area of economic liberties and twenty in each lbbain the area of personal

liberties. In the economic liberties component of the index, the votes cover taxing, spending and
regulation, as well as agricultural, trade, labor, energy and environmental policies. The twenty votes are
selected to spanhe entire range ofconomicissues not overrepresent any particular area, and to

include a mix of easy, difficult and middling votes. | make the final decisions as to the exact list of votes,
following a process thahvolvescirculating an initial, prope list of votes among a small and evolving
group of persons each of which eithisicurrently orwasformerly associated witthe Republican

In the pesonal liberties component of the index, votes cover freedom of speech and of religion, the
right to keep and bear arms, equal rights, due process, transparency in government, a non



interventionist foreign policy, and respect for privacy and for the faamig local government. Some of

these concerns align with the liberal perspectigagdsome with the coservative perspective.

Also among the House votes are two trade measures, one dealing with Oman (#392) and the other with
Vietnam (#519). Some might think it curious that the vote to free up trade with Vietnam passed with a
larger majority than the vote to free up tradeith Oman.

that Democrats are o0.k. with free trade with countries like Cuba and Vietnam, but not with countries like

In the House, there were no perfect scores in the personal liberties component of the index. Nor were
there any zeros. Paul again finished tops in this category, followed closely by Flake and&widbe.

Obey of Wisconsin, a Democrat, was fourth, followed by 38 other Demaandtan independent who
caucuses with the Democrats. The bottom 44 scores were all registered by Republicans.

As in several recent years, | am reluctant to draw any conclsisiaged on the Senate votes. Nominally,

eight Senators, all Republicans, are described as Libertarian: Martinez (FL), Craig (ID), Hagel (NE), Lugar
(IN), Brownback (KS), Enzi (WY), Sununu (NH) and McCain (AZ). But, results in the Senate seem this year
asin other recent years to be inordinately affected by partisanship. Differences among Senators may,
therefore, be exaggerated and should probably be viewed with caution.
